Speedway NZ owersees 24 tracks Nationwide, who race a mix of 24
different speedway classes from about October through to May.

There is something for everyone, from the high powered andylamorous
Superstocks, Super Saloons and
Sprintcars, through to the classes based
on a roadgoing vehicle, such as
Ministocks and Production Saloons.

In total, there are around 2,600
competitors throughout the country,
ranging from 5 to 70 years of age.

Around 450-500 first year drivers start
out every season, ahigh proportion in
the Stockcar, Ministock, Streetstock
and  Production Saloon classes
Howevernear ly every cl
drivers every season,so get out there
and give it a go!

Class overview

Speedway in New Zealand is grouped intaa total of 24 different classes,
but not all classes are raced at all tracks and others may not be of
interest.

Some questions to consider when deciding whch class to race could
include:-

- How experienced am 1?

- How much time can | devote to racing and preparation?

- What sort of racing am | interested in, e.g. car or motorcycle,
contact or non-contact?

- Which classes are raced where | live?

- What is my budget?
